The school district provides all staff members with opportunities for 
professional growth and training in a variety of programs so that all 
teachers and paraprofessionals may become highly qualified under the 
No Child Left Behind law. The focus is on the delivery of a standards-
based instructional program. District professional development 
priorities are outlined in the current LEA addendum as Curriculum 
Specific Trainings in Language Arts and Mathematics, Administrator 
Training Program, English Now, BTSA Induction Support for year one 
and year two teachers, and specific Special Education trainings.

All visitors and volunteers are required to sign in at the office, state their business at the school, and 
show identification. They are provided with a visitor tag to wear while on school grounds. They must return to sign out at the office at the end of 
their visit. 
 
In the event of a disaster, such as an earthquake during school hours, all students will be kept at school. They will not be released until a parent 
or parent designee arrives at the school to pick them up. Parents are requested to list their designees on the "Emergency Release" card sent 
home at the beginning of the school year. The office must be notified if home or business phone numbers are changed. Disaster preparedness 
drills are conducted monthly. Fire drills are conducted monthly and the staff is trained in emergency procedures, including evacuation routes and 
safety checks. 
 
Facilities Maintenance 
Fruitvale School opened in the fall of 1991 and provides a safe, clean environment for learning. Fruitvale staff and students enjoy a state of the 
art facility and safe environment for working and learning. Every classroom has adequate space and all the materials needed to ensure student 
success.
